Australian Market 
 
The S&P/ASX 200 Index finished Friday 
slightly in the red, falling 12.8 points, or 0.3 
per cent, to 4200. The broader All Ordinaries 
index lost 9.5 points, or 0.2 per cent, to 4271. 
 
A gold production boost by Australian miners 
has coincided with a continuing bull run by the 
lustrous metal, which hit another record high 
price of $US1917.90 an ounce last week 
before softening to just under $US1800 an 
ounce over the weekend. 

Melbourne's median house prices stood at 
$551,056 over the July quarter, a fall of 0.9 
per cent from the $555,958 recorded in the 
April quarter.  Perth and Brisbane continue to 
be the worst-performing capitals with their 
median house prices down by 2.7 per cent 
and 2.1 per cent respectively. They were 
followed by Adelaide and Darwin, down by 1.9 
per cent, Hobart and Canberra, down by 1.5 
per cent, and Sydney where the median 
house price fell by 1.1 per cent. 

Australian shares are pointed higher today 
after Wall Street reacted favourably to 
comments from US Federal Reserve boss 
Ben Bernanke that the US economy isn't 
deteriorating fast enough to warrant further 
stimulus. 

On the ASX24, the SPI futures index was 21 
points higher to 4218 after local stocks 
finished last week on a down note. 

Offshore Trading  

US stocks rallied, breaking a four-week losing 
streak for the Standard & Poor’s 500 Index, as 
Federal Reserve Chairman Ben S. Bernanke 
indicated the economy isn’t deteriorating fast 
enough to warrant any immediate stimulus 
amid valuations close to the lowest in two and 
a half years. 
 
European stocks fell as a report showed that 
the US economy grew more slowly than 
estimated, offsetting Federal Reserve 
Chairman Ben S. Bernanke’s prediction that 
the recovery is secure in the long term.
